WHEREAS the owner of Lots 2/3 Plan 47806 has requested regular maintenance and snow removal on the private road leading to the aforementioned lots to facilitate year round occupation;

AND WHEREAS the R.M. of Strathcona have in place a “Standards and Specifications Policy for Roads, Driveways, Frontages and Riparian Areas of Developments in the RM of Strathcona” to provide taxpayers with the minimum standards and specifications required for road construction within the municipality;

AND WHEREAS, for the municipality to provide year round maintenance of said road, the owner of Lots 2/3 Plan 47806 is required by Council to adhere to the minimum standards and specifications of the above policy, as follows in part:

i. trees to be cleared to thirty-five (35) feet
ii. road be built with a minimum twenty (20) feet travelling surface
iii. ensure drainage at the edge of the travelling surface
iv. road to be built a minimum of eighteen (18) inches above ground level, with ditch to be twelve (12) inches lower than surrounding area
v. gravel and crown road to 4%
vi. existing turnaround to be built up and graveled
vii. install culverts if required

AND WHEREAS Council recognizes the cost involved in road construction can be considerable;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT, due to the full road construction costs being borne by the lot owner, the Council of the R.M. of Strathcona do provide a tax incentive, for the years 2012, 2013 and 2014, in the amount of 100% of the portioned municipal assessment, on Lots 2/3 Plan 47806, on condition the new road, constructed to municipal standards and specifications, and construction of a new residence is completed within the three year period.

WHEREAS, Manitoba’s municipalities are struggling to meet a growing list of challenges and responsibilities, including health care, affordable housing and infrastructure;

WHEREAS, the most pressing of these is the growing backlog of infrastructure in need of repair and replacement, including potholed streets and roads; faulty sewer and water mains; and poorly maintained public facilities such as playgrounds and community centres;

WHEREAS, Manitoba’s municipal infrastructure deficit has been estimated at more than $11 billion, or $10,000 per resident, which is beyond the capacity of municipal governments and local property taxpayers;

WHEREAS, the Rural Municipality of Strathcona requires additional monies to sustain current services as well as repair existing infrastructure;

WHEREAS, this infrastructure deficit has serious consequences for the quality of life of our residents and the economic well being of our community and Province; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Rural Municipality of Strathcona calls on all parties in the October 4, 2011 Provincial election, to put communities first and commit to reallocating a portion of the tax revenue the Manitoba Government collects in our communities to repairing and upgrading our infrastructure.
